Recruitment Area – 5th New York Volunteer Infantry

Duryee’s Zouaves were mustered into Federal service on May 9, 1861 at Fort Schuyler, New York Harbor, and mustered out on May 14, 1863 at New York City.  The following is a listing of the cities/towns and counties from which the 5th New York was recruited.  It is interesting to note that some members of Companies I and K were recruited from New Jersey.  The listing was compiled from New York in the War of the Rebellion, 1861-1865 by Fredrick Phisterer, and by reference to period maps of New York found in the online David Rumsey Map Collection.  The cities and towns are listed first, with counties noted in parenthesis.  New York City is abbreviated NYC.
Company A – NYC (New York) and Brooklyn (Kings)

Company B – NYC (New York) and Brooklyn (Kings)

Company C – NYC (New York), Astoria (Queens) and Poughkeepsie (Dutchess)

Company D "Fifth Ward Volunteers" – NYC (New York), Brooklyn (Kings) and Williamsburgh (Kings)

Company E – NYC (New York), Brooklyn (Kings) and Williamsburgh (Kings)

Company F – NYC (New York), Brooklyn (Kings), Fordham (Westchester) and Yonkers (Westchester)

Company G – NYC (New York), Brooklyn (Kings) and New Rochelle (Westchester)

Company H – NYC (New York), Brooklyn (Kings), Flushing (Queens), Greenpoint (Kings), Tarrytown (Westchester) and West Point (Orange)

Company I – NYC (New York), Brooklyn (Kings), Jamaica (Queens), Long Neck (Queens) and Williamsburgh (Kings), Perth Amboy (Middlesex, New Jersey), Plainfield (Union, New Jersey) and Orange (Essex, New Jersey)

Company K – NYC (New York) and Jersey City (Hudson, New Jersey)
